TREASURER’S REPORT:
Despite a reminder in my last report Chatham Colts have failed to pay outstanding fines.  They are now in breach of Rule 25d) and a further fine of £25 is incurred.   Chatham Colts are now suspended from participation in the League with effect from 11/4/11. 

Outstanding fines Riverview Utd (£10) and Sheerness East Youth (£60) are now doubled as per Rule 25d.

As notified by the League secretary last month there will be a change in the method of payment of entry and subscription charges for next season.   This is in line with the F.A. Standard Code of Rules.  Clubs will wish to note that £10 entry fee per team will be payable with the club application form.  The Annual Subscription per team (all age groups) will be £25 payable on or before 1st August 2011.

 11.  DISCIPLINE OFFICER’S REPORT:
This month the League looked at the RESPECT markings across the 15’s 16’s and 18’s and invited in the Chairperson and Secretaries of clubs of the teams that had on paper scored the lowest respect markings. They were not disciplinary meetings, but meetings to highlight the scores and to discuss ways, including support from the League, to improve the markings. Whilst the League appreciate the system is not perfect it is the system given to us by the FA and we have to work with it. Feedback suggests that most of the clubs concerned found the meetings very useful with one club achieving a good for spectators, players and supporters the week after the meeting, their first ‘hat trick’ in RESPECT this season. The League also received excellent feedback from the KCFA regarding the Leagues support for the campaign and highlighted that “It is everyone’s responsibility to protect the image of our game and together we are making a difference”. I would like to take this opportunity to thank those Chairperson and Secretaries who attended, listened, took on board what the reports said and for the positive comments received. Whilst we have to deal with some negative behaviour there is always plenty of good stories around that hopefully make it all worthwhile, I have included them in this report, however, one report slipped through without getting a mention earlier in the year and I would like to rectify that now as it really epitomises what RESPECT is all about. Apologies to referee for not including it before (I have only recently received it), and would like to add my own praise to the Manager of Cuxton 91 U18’s, an example to all Managers, I believe.
16th January 2011 Woodpecker HI V Cuxton 91 from Referee Chris Williams U18D3

I would like the league to formally acknowledge a very sporting and supportive gesture.

During a match between Woodpecker and Cuxton 91 this morning there was a “handbags” incident between two opposing players. I called them both over, told them not to say anything but just to listen. The Woodpecker player did just that. Unfortunately the Cuxton player “launched” into comments about the other player. As we do, I told him just to walk away. After two attempts to stop him, patience exhausted I cautioned him for dissent.

As he walked away, the Cuxton Manager stepped on to the pitch and removed the player. Cuxton had used both their subs and were reduced to 10 men. They went from a 1 nil lead to losing 2 – 1. After about10 mins. I reminded the Cuxton Manager that as he had taken the player off he was at liberty to send him back on. He said that he would do that when he felt he had calmed down which was likely to be in about 2 weeks.

At the end of the match the manager approached me, I thanked him for his support and he said that teaching the “lads” fair play was more important that winning the game. He would be dropped next week and be made to pay his own fine.

I have not before come across such a supportive attitude and it makes a real change from some of the managers that we encounter.

I would like the League to formally acknowledge his and the Club’s sporting attitude. I say Club because the Coach totally supported his actions. To be prepared to be reduce your team to 10 men and lose a game rather than in any way encourage unsporting behaviour is what the philosophy of “Respect” is all about.
