Jim and I attended the F.A. Roadshow at Princes Park Stadium, Dartford, entitled ‘Your Kids Your Say’.  This involved a presentation outlining draft proposals for the next steps for grassroots children’s football.  The Youth Development Review is seen by the FA as a vital part of developing the future of English football. Topics included player pathways, formats (introduction of 9x9) and competition strategies for children and relative age effect with the existing age bands.  There are no plans to affect any existing teams but from 2013/14 season we can expect to see mandatory change to the delivery and administration of mini soccer.
The FA also announced on 25th May that mixed gender football is now extended up to U/13 level with effect from 2011/12 season.

DISCIPLINE OFFICER’S REPORT:
Just a few ‘good news’ stories to report this month.  Particularly encouraging is the support being shown by some to young referees. It takes a great deal of confidence to referee a match, and like all referees of any age they do not always get it right, but what I have had sent to me and actually witnessed has been very encouraging. I was at the Cuxton 91 v Woodcoombe final on Sunday. At the presentations the referees stood in front of me, one of the Woodcoombe Coaches approached the referee Mitchell Goee and expressed his admiration for his refereeing of the game, (even though Woodcoombe lost). Not sure of the name of the coach, but just wanted to say what a nice gesture it was.

Re Referee of Eagles V Milton Under 12s Division 1 Sunday 3rd April from manager Simon Dale

 Scott had an absolutely fantastic game given the circumstances of the game - two teams fighting for a significant position within Division 1 of the League. I thought he showed great maturity for a 15 year old lad, especially in the last 15 minutes of the tie as both teams realised the importance of this final match and tensions rose.
 I was amazed to hear that this was only Scott's second game in charge. He showed a confidence and experience beyond his years, and was not swayed by natural "gamesmanship" or calls from the touchlines. He officiated the game in a quiet, but efficient, manner - adding to the game rather than dominating it. As a 39 year old, experienced, referee myself; I can only admire his ability to control the field and make his calls quickly and confidently and, for the record, I thought his decision making was extremely accurate. What was particularly encouraging was the consistency of his decision making throughout the game, even as the atmosphere tightened towards the end and players' emotions came to the fore.
 In my opinion this young lad has definitely a good future in the game and should be considered for mentoring and fast tracking - I certainly feel I have something to learn from his officiating on the day. Our marking of 95 is as high as we have ever given and the lad should be congratulated for controlling a close and competitive game in a professional and consistent manner.
