SECRETARY’S REPORT
Vic and I attended a KCFA League seminar on 21st September.  The focus was on leagues retaining and growing teams.  A workshop was delivered by Andrew Hailwood, National FA League Development Manager.  Emphasis was placed on liaison with adult local Leagues to aid transition of players from youth to adult game.  Fortunately we have an established alliance with our colleagues at the MMSFL and we will continue to work together, in the best interests of local football.
Mini Soccer from 2012/13 season :  I have recently discussed our current arrangements for mini soccer with Paul Dolan, Chief Executive KCFA.    We are all awaiting the conclusions of the FA Consultation and proposals to introduce 9 x 9 football.  The League Committee will work with the K.C.F.A. in the New Year to ensure the League is ready to make the transition.  This will mean that teams for mini soccer are likely to be accepted per team in future seasons and not per squad.

REFEREES SECRETARY’S REPORT:
As it seems I have to do in most seasons, I must start off with some moans. Firstly, many clubs are not complying with rule 13 (O) in respect of giving the referee the names of the players, on the card provided, before each match. This rule will be rigorously enforced and clubs failing in this respect can expect to be fined.

Secondly, when will coaches, managers and spectators learn to behave? I have had several newly qualified referees ringing me up to tell me about adults squaring up to each other using abuse to the referee, other club officials and players and generally misbehaving. This is not acceptable and I will do my best to ensure that behaviour like this is reported to the KCFA. Please also remember that these young referees are learning as well as the players and if you cannot treat them with respect then they will pack in refereeing very quickly.

We currently have a healthy number of referees and, despite a few snags, pre-allocating referees to the ad-hoc games appears to be working OK.

Finally, a good note to end on, thanks to the managers who have taken time out to compliment some of our new referees. A short e-mail would be welcomed in these circumstances which will allow such compliments to be recorded in the minutes.

13. PUBLIC RELATIONS OFFICER’S REPORT:
The first few weekends of the season have brought a number of new contributors to the provision of match reports from Clubs which is good to see and with a little guidance these have been a welcome addition to our match reporting this season. I have been contacted a number of times requesting guidance on how reports should be completed and I would ask Secretaries to ensure that all persons writing reports are given a copy of the guidance notes we issued last season. The following are the common mistakes that I am seeing so far :-

The maximum number of words in a report should not exceed 100 (100 in total for small sided on 2x100) – have had a report of over 600 words

Age groups and Divisions omitted completely and no indication of whether game was played at home or away

Opponents not named or even included in the body of the report

Christian names only/surnames only of players included in reports

Please try and imagine how difficult it is to compile reports into a reasonable format for the KM without this important information being present. I would ask Club Secretaries to ensure that report writers are made aware of these issues for future reference.

There have been a number of cases where the KM group have been contacted directly by Clubs and I would remind you of Rule  22 (a) (b) (c) and (d).
