REFEREES SECRETARY’S REPORT
 I am aware that the continuing bad weather and the large number of postponements is causing a drain on many clubs funds through having to pay referees fees whilst no game is played. For this reason, I am asking referees to only take a token fee (max £10) where the game is called off for reasons relating to the weather.

 

Clubs are advised that they may use a qualified referee, registered with the league as a club referee, or any referee from my list who lives nearer to the ground, to make a decision as to the fitness of the ground. This is with the proviso that the match referee is consulted and given the opportunity to attend himself and that the decision is taken early enough to prevent the referee and the away team from travelling. Care must be taken in respect of frozen pitches that allowance is made for the prevailing weather conditions which may make the pitch playable by the scheduled kick off time.  Kick offs may be delayed up to half an hour to allow the pitch to improve but consideration must then be given to shortening the playing time to account for other matches following or daylight availability.
