In view of the number of teams that failed to register by 31st July the Committee unanimously agreed that they are now unable to ratify the divisional structure or to proceed with the administration of the League.  The Committee is aware that to date four of the above have stated their intention to pursue an application for late entry.  

The Committee therefore decided to convene a Special General Meeting, in accordance with Rule 19 to address these problems.  Full details of this meeting will be circulated under separate cover.  All member clubs will be required to attend to ratify the divisional structure and to hear any representations from member clubs for late entry.
It will be helpful if any of the above can indicate to the League secretary as soon as possible if they have withdrawn from the League structure.

The proposed divisional structure of the 267 correctly registered teams was circulated to member clubs on 2nd August by the League secretary.      

The following clubs made representations:
Horsted Youth        Request U/13 move to D1.   This is agreed subject to the S.G.M. 
Istead Utd Colts     Request U/15s placed in D2.    Cliffe Woods Colts have kindly agreed to play in D1 to enable a swap to be accommodated.  This is agreed subject to the S.G.M..
Wigmore Youth     In reply to your question relating to the Divisional Structure and size of divisions there are many and various reasons in all the examples you raise.  In all cases the Committee have considered Rule 1c).

U/7s and U/8s    The age group secretary will oversee the fixture programme and make any recommendations to the League Committee regarding both age groups as and when he considers appropriate.
Wigmore Youth continued:

U/9s The U/9s have been randomly placed in two divisions.  The committee accept that it was misleading to head them D1 and D2 and agreed they will now be known as U/9 Red and U/9 Blue.   You are reminded that the F.A. does not sanction U/7 and U/8s playing in Leagues where results are collected or published , “this is deemed to be detrimental to the development of the player and the game,”   as stated in the F.A. laws for mini soccer. The results you supplied will be sent to the K.C.F.A..

U/16   Request team move to D1.  Agreed subject to S.G.M..
