K.C.F.A. Ltd.  Stephanie Gadd – lead officer Respect – update on County progress. The F.A. has published a ‘Good Practise Guide’ for the Respect Programme.  It details examples of good practise by Leagues and clubs from across the country. The guide and all information about the Programme is available on www.TheFA.com/Respect   
Currently 11 out of the 12 Kent affiliated youth leagues are committed to the programme.

SECRETARY’S REPORT

I am still waiting for the updated ‘Respect’ resources, codes of conduct and arm bands. It seems there was a shortfall in the number provided to the KCFA by the FA and additional supplies had to be ordered.  I decided not to collect a part order as this will mean two efforts to distribute to member clubs.   I hope to collect these now at the weekend.
Following receipt of a complaint about the amount of dog mess at one Medway pitch venue I have been asked whether I would be prepared to meet with a Council officer to draw up a paper giving witnesses information on how to inform the Council to ensure appropriate action is taken against offenders.  I am aware that this is a problem at many of the Medway sites and am prepared to have this meeting providing I can get individuals to report anti social dog owners in this way.  I have heard several managers say they have seen dog owners not clearing up after their dogs whilst they are actually on site and trying to put up goal nets and prepare for fixtures.   Please let me know whether any of your managers would be prepared to report in this way.
On 6/10/09 I wrote to all club secretaries regarding U/7 & U/8 managers.  This e-mail was headed ‘This is an item of correspondence as defined in Rule 5h. Failure to reply within 7 days will result in a fine of £20’.   I have no reply from Bredhurst Juniors, Real 60 and New Road and all are therefore fined £20.  This information is required within 7 days of the issue of these minutes or a formal charge will be raised against the club secretary for maladministration.
